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Instructional content will focus on healthcare communications and principles of leadership and teamwork needed to work successfully in a healthcare environment.  The course will build on knowledge of healthcare systems, examining the impact of 21st century issues on all aspects of the industry.  The course integrates advanced medical terminology, building upon basic terminology from the Health Care Fundamentals course.  Additional areas of instruction include:  expanded and enhanced biology content specific to human structure and function and common diseases/disorders, health maintenance practices, and medical mathematics.  Instruction will incorporate project- and problem-based healthcare practices and procedures to demonstrate the criticality of these skills.  Students will utilize problem-solving techniques and participate in hands-on activities to develop an understanding of course concepts.  Teachers will provide each student with real world learning opportunities and instruction related to the study of health occupations.  The West Virginia Standards for 21st Century Learning include the following components:  21st Century Content Standards and 21st Century Learning Skills and Technology Tools.  All West Virginia teachers are responsible for classroom instruction that integrates learning skills, technology tools, and content standards and objectives.  Opportunity is provided for participation in Health Occupations Students of America (HOSA), the Career and Technical Student Organization (CTSO) for health science technology education students.**
