Child Development Specialist II allows students to visit ethical issues, attachments, trust, temperament types, the secure base, separation, autonomy, initiative, social competence, building community relationships with adults, prosocial environment, scaffolding prosocial behavior, and social challenges. Students will use reasoning processes, individually and collaboratively, to take responsible action in families, workplaces, and communities. Students will utilize problem solving techniques and participate in hands-on activities. Teachers should provide each student with real world learning opportunities and instruction. Students will participate in a local student, civic, or professional organization. The West Virginia Standards for 21st Century Learning include the following components: 21st Century Content Standards and 21st Century Learning Skills and Technology Tools.  All West Virginia teachers are responsible for classroom instruction that integrates learning skills, technology tools, and content standards and objectives.
